Most of us are aware of the
Governords Op
Budget Proposals for ad-
dressing the
problems. Much discussion
and deliberation will take
place in the Legislature be-
fore they can be enacted,
however it is safe to say that
Middlesex will see a reduc-
tion in the funding it gets
from the State for the cur-
rent and the next two fiscal
years.

We have already experi-
enced a reduction of 3% in
the current f
General Fund allocation
from the Sate. The Gover-
nor can impose an additional
2% reduction without Legis-
lative approval and is likely
to exercise that option be-
fore year end. That action
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would result in a 5% reduc-

«tion in the funding we re-
ceive from the State that

! goes to support personal 1 |
services (staff salary and
benefits). Our current finan-
cial picture is good due to
College wide conservative
spending and while a 5%
reduction is serious, our
short term outlook is good,
especially given our 7.6%
enrollment growth for the
Spring Semester.

The Governor 0:¢

ommendation for the Com-
imuni ty
operating budget for the
FY2010 is 10.2% less than
our adjusted need and the
recommendation for
FY2011 is 12.0% less than
our adjusted need. We do
not yet know the specific
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impact these recommended
reductions will have on Mid-
dlesex, but if these reduc-
tions materialize, Middlesex
will have to deal with seri-
ous challenges ahead.

As mentioned above,
the Stateb E
situation will have an y
effect on us. How anc
in what manner is still
the subject of much g
discussion, meetings,
hearings and Legisla-
tive action. While
much has been placec.
